Inviting you to think about our own church community, the wider church, the world!

e This week we pray for Church Council as it meets this coming Monday night. Pray for each
person on our Church Council and for our Minister. Jenelle Martin, Bruce Warren, Narelle
Dodd, Lynne Butson, JJ Hamilton, Prince Jyubeh, Elizabeth Phythian and Hugh Park.

e This week we join the Canberra Region Presbytery in praying for Op Shops, Crisis Support
Services, Safe Shelters. We give thanks for the many congregations and individuals that
serve their local community in Op Shops. We pray for them as they give their time to
repurposing items for re-use and creating community spaces for gathering. As the cold
weather sets in, we remember those who struggle to keep warm. We pray for rough
sleepers, and those seeking stable accommodation; we commit ourselves to continue work-
ing for a world where everybody has a safe and restful place to sleep. We pray for those
actively engaged, professionally or voluntarily, in supporting housing initiatives, and sup-
porting people who are homeless, or inadequately housed. We pray for those most
impacted by cost-of-living pressures, chronic unemployment, iliness, unsafe or transient
living arrangements. We pray for safe shelter ministries, drop-in centres, community hubs
and other ways our congregations reach out in service and support to their local
community.

e This week we join with the World Council of Churches in praying for Eritrea, Ethiopia. We
are thankful for the long centuries of Christian history in Ethiopia and Eritrea; for the current
witness and work of Orthodox, Catholic and Evangelical churches amid difficult circum-
stances; and for those who have provided humanitarian aid, especially during times of
drought and hunger. We pray for greater understanding and respect among the many
ethnic groups; for lasting peace and reconciliation between Ethiopia and Eritrea; and for the
emergence of more democratic governance that respects human rights and furthers justice
for all ethnic groups and minorities.

With a few more singers supporting worship on Sundays, we can have two or three singers lead-
ing more consistently and have a broader group to call upon to support each other! We meet
monthly for a music team rehearsal, and run through each weeks music prior to worship. You do
not have to be Mariah Carey or Johnny Cash, just enjoy singing, feel you can learn the music, and
can sing in small groups.
